ELKS NATIONAL
FOUNDATION NEWS

The National Foundation had another record year, and
Toms River played a major roll. We took in over 100
members during the past Elk year and every one of them
made a $100 pledge over 10 years to ENF. Last year the New
Jersey Lodges donated $397,233 to ENF and ENF returned
$532,750 to New Jersey! Those funds went to scholarships,
veterans, lodge grants and, primarily to our State Project
— Camp Moore. Our lodge contributed $10.30 per capita,
ranking second in the district, and we did it all with small,
individual pledges and donations from our members. Our
per capita donations have continually risen from $6.90 in
2009 to $9.28 in 2010 to $9.93 in 2011 to $10.30 for the
year ending in 2012. These are amazing numbers! Each
year our lodge receives grants from ENF to help support our
local charity work and our community. This year we will be
applying for a Community Investment Impact Grant. Details
will follow. Thanks to everyone who has made a donation,
large or small, to what is truly the “Heart of Elkdom”.
